Teenagers: growing up fast

It is one of the greatest paradoxes of our age that while pop culture worships youth ever more intensively, the one group that is not allowed to enjoy the innocence of childhood is the young. At the tender age of 20, Elizabeth Jagger has been taken on as the face of a cosmetics and atni-wrinkle cream giant. Lancome is throwing $300m a tan advertising campaign aimed at teenagers. Other cosmetics firms are likewise tempting and seducing young girls with chocolate-tasting body powders, fruit-flavoured lip glosses and freckle pencils. Women may feel more in need of cosmetic help, but make-up, it seems, is for girls. Whatever happened to enjoying the bloom of youth?
Admittedly, teenagers are causing a lot of worry at the moment. A survey last week revealed that nine out of ten girls use make-up by the age of 14. A separate opinion poll found that 86% of us want tougher restrictions on the images used in children’s programmes and magazines. We all want someone to blame – editors, television producers, make-up companies – for destroying the innocence of youth. But teenage girls have always loved dressing up and prenteding to be older than they are. Teenage magazines are easy to blame but attacking them and pop culture in general is just a way for parents to avoid facing up their own responsibilities.

Parents as a whole have let children down. By failing to set them any boundaries – treating them as adults capable of making their own decisions – we have forced them to grow up too fast, and put them under intolerable stress. The results are plain to see. A study published this week revealed that the mental health of teenagers has declined sharply in the past 25 years, with anxiety an depressions more than doubling. Children need guidance and discipline far more than freedom – and our refusal to step up to the task is, quite literally, sending them mad.
